“Many of the children we visit rely on video games or television to pass their free time, but Sticks-2-Schools gives them a glimpse of the healthy, active lifestyle they could have. It’s a treat to see their faces light up,” said Program Coordinator Joy Stanton.
 With the relocation of S2S founding partner, the San Jose [now Washington] Stealth professional indoor lacrosse team last fall, newly appointed Program Coordinator Joy Stanton of The Wilkinson Group has has utilized the program resources to recruit Bob Mezeul, Jen Milus and Brad Hock to replace Colin Doyle and other Stealth players as S2S instructors for schools in the East and South Bay Areas. 
Soft lacrosse, the variation S2S teaches, is a co-ed, non-contact game that rewards coordination and dexterity rather than physical strength. Each fully funded school receives forty sets of soft lacrosse balls and sticks, as well as a curriculum guide to help teachers incorporate lacrosse into both physical education and academic programs. In order to fund the 37 schools on the waiting list, the program must raise 74,000 dollars.
